· Leveraging other funds for specific project initiatives.
· Provide demonstration to local, state or federal decision makers and private philanthropic interests about funding needs for building sustainable rural nonprofit programs.

Grant Criteria:

Grant Proposals receiving the highest consideration will focus on projects that address the social issues in ECCDI’s Vision and Core Values and will:
· Be available to nonprofits who are a 501 (c) 3 in Carteret, Craven and Onslow counties.
· Be administered by a nonprofit organization.
· Build on local assets to create and implement solutions to social challenges.
· Inform constituents and the broader community about your project.
· Involve high representation and participation in planning and implementation efforts.
· Focus on underserved communities that are affected by social challenges.
· Support projects of, or in collaboration with, other nonprofit organizations.
· Include evaluation of the project efforts, including accomplishments, impacts, lessons learned and a final financial report on how the grant funds were spent.  The complete final report is due upon completion of the grant’s activities or within one year of the grant award, whichever is sooner.




The following cannot be funded: Deficit financing, for-profit businesses, projects that do not have a social improvement component.

Grant Awards: For a project or program up to $2,000.
Applications: Please limit your application to this form plus the cover and budget pages. Use 12 point font; use the form provided. This cannot be submitted electronically at this time. Please fill in the form and print for submittal. The grant filing period is open ended or until all grant funds are committed. ECCDI has allocated $10,000 per fiscal year for grant purposes.
If your organization has not previously received ECCDI funding, a technical assistance session will be required before submitting an application.  This session will help organizations develop grant concepts and budgets, assist grant writers in completing the application, and provide preliminary feedback on proposals.
